









Record 6: Standardized procedure for the shipment of livestock
1. Check the treatment log in the Horizon program to make sure that milk and meat withdrawal times are finished before shipping an animal.  Use report Health Overview – Medicine Usage
2. Check record 11 of Log: Broken needles to be sure that the shipped animals do not contain a broken needle.

3. Be sure that the animals are identified in in accordance with the norms of Agri-Traçabilité Québec, meaning an electronic chip and visible panel in each ear
4. If the animals are intended for slaughter, the withdrawal periods must be finished BEFORE SHIPPING.

5. If animals containing chemical residues are shipped for a reason other than slaughter (ex. sold to another producer), the animal can be shipped before the end of the withdrawal period as long as the information regarding the withdrawal period is given to the new owner or the transporter
6. Regardless of the destination of the animal, always relay information with respect to broken needles, including the location of the needle to the next buyer or the transporter. Refer to Record 11: Broken needles
7. If an animal with chemical residues or a broken needle is shipped accidentally despite these verifications, refer to Record 16 : Corrective measures. 
8. If there is a problem regarding the shipment of an animal, indicate it in Record 17: Log of deviations and corrective measures as well as the corrective measures taken as applicable.
